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Dr. Eduardo Arzt (age 55) is the Chief Researcher at the CONICET (Consejo Nacional de Investigaciones Científicas y Técnicas – National Council of Scientific and Technical Research) and Senior Lecturer at the Faculty of Exact and Natural Sciences at the University of Buenos Aires (UBA), as well as Director of the Laboratory for Physiology and Molecular Biology at the Faculty of Exact and Natural Sciences at the University of Buenos Aires. His work is well-known internationally in the area of neuroendocrinology. His appointment as External Scientific Member of the Max Plank, Germany, and the Guggenheim Award are of particular note among the numerous distinctions he has received.  

He has authored 102 international scientific papers, (53 as final author and 15 as leading author) and 12 national papers, all respected works in terms of the quality of content and length, mostly in the top third of his specialization. Dr Arzt carries out research into understanding the molecular physiopathology of hypofissiary tumors and the action mechanisms of glycocorticoids and the HPA axis in situations of stress and depression. He has also published studies which have therapeutic implications. such as the work done with retinoic acid to treat Cushing’s Syndrome. He has published five papers in the Journal of Clinical Investigation (Factor of Impact 14.118), two in the Proceedings of the Natural Academy of Science (Factor of Impact 10.89) and one in Cell (Factor of Impact 26.62). He has also published key papers in specialized publications, such as Endocrinology, the FASEB Journal, and revisions for Trends Pharmacological Sciences and Cytokine Growth Factor Reviews including an Editorial Outlook for the Journal of Clinical Investigation. His writing is frequently quoted, as shown by his Scopus score (h=23) which is significantly higher than the average scored by most Argentine researchers. 

He has tutored 11 doctoral students, most of whom are currently pursuing their studies abroad, in particular in Germany and the US, in addition to managing four researchers and ten graduate theses. 
Dr Arzt has organized several international and national symposia and has also been invited to give a number of international and national conferences. He is recognized as an international referent in the area of neuroendocrinology. He is also Associate Editor of the publication Neuroimmunomodulation (since 1997) and is a member of the Editorial Committee of Neuroendocrinology. 

He has received a number of national and international grants (from the EU, the Volkswagen Germany Foundation, and the Max Planck Foundation) as well as numerous awards including the Guggenheim Grant, the Cherny Award (on two separate occasions) and the Bernardo Houssay Award. 
As well as his scientific activity, Dr Arzt is involved in several different commissions and committees, including the coordination of the Area of Medical Sciences of the FONCyT (Fondo para la Investigación Científica y Tecnológica – Scientific and Technological Research Fund) for a number of years and also devotes much of his time to teaching, giving the courses on Molecular Physiology of the Immune and Neuroendocrinological Molecular System at the Faculty of Exact and Natural Sciences at the UBA.
